Editing, shape, size
Yes, follows and is clear.  I think the Synopsis could perhaps be made more concise, eg, here is a vision for the whole house and garden, say in 10 years time.  For this PR I am focusing on these particular aspects, and here are the goals for each of these aspects…..

This may make it more coherent.

I noticed you have written this in your PR2 Appendix, but doesn’t seem to be applied to PR3.  Worth writing all your text on a word package that will correct spelling/ grammar and allow you to have a “back up” copy of all your work in case.  This can then be copied and pasted into the web “paragraph”   There is a lot of spelling/ grammatical errors…


Mix of media, genres and styles 
Very nice photos and videos to illustrate your narration, great!  An effective tool.  I would highly recommend using this skill in following up the other aspects of this PR (eg, chickens, water collection, etc)  Very nice.

Management of Output Packet Creation 
PR3 submitted on time, many thanks.  It seems elements you were going to report back on have not been included yet.  Is this PR too big for one PR?  Will reporting back on these various elements effect PR4?  You may wish to reflect on time and how you stay on target with PR creation, perhaps these are projects that may be separated… 


Design Skills

Articulation of Approach 
Yes, good clear approach so far.  Im interested to see how you present the other elements listed here.

I would consider adding the “story so far” page into the very 1st page and condensing this.  The photos are great, but take up a lot of room, could this be a slideshow instead?  The reason I say this is theres 2 whole pages introducing the wider context before the reader even realizes you are reporting on the fire/ water collection/ chickens, etc.  Whilst its all relevant, useful, interesting, can yyou condense this to one page and only essential details to introduce the wider context.  Then, the next steps to this vision include…  which I shall be designing/ implementing/ reporting back on here…

Why were these things the priority?   

Project 
 Be careful to show your analysis and evaluation decisions.  Why did you go for this specific strategy, what are the pros/ cons of different options?  It is this analysis/ comparative surveying that leads us to clear design choices, and it is that process that is so important to document here.  Bear this in mind with the other elements you are reporting back on.  What is leading to getting chickens, what functions do they perorm in the syste,m?  What needs do they have?  Etc…

Critical Evaluation & Thinking 
Yes, youre obviously aware and engaged on many levels with this diverse project.  Can you link us to planning articles, youtube videos, etc that you have found useful?  YThis makes this a very helpful resource for others, part of disseminating your learning which is a complementary criteria too…
Action learning skills (for Project and Output) 

Concrete Experience (Awareness in action) 
Seems like you’ve got a good mix of thinking/ acting around a full time job and other activities!  Great.

Reflective Observation (Appraisal of action outcomes) 
I notice in your Appendix you’ve noted that good ideas come from strange places- its these insights/ ideas/ tweeks, etc that make good Learning Journal extracts.  Try to get in the habit of documenting these realisations to help identify patterns/ changes in your thinking…  Your wife noticed you seem more relaxed and calm in the garden, nice detail, how do you feel?  What changes to your feelings/ awareness happen through the day/ week.  Looking at this sort of information can help us design more of what we want in our lives…


Active Experimentation (Use of piloting and trials) 
You’ve obviously got lots of creative projects underway- great stuff Matt, Im inspired by your commitment, especially overcoming digital complications, etc.
Heres a digital thing to address.  When reading through your PR when you get to the bottom of the page you have to go up to the menu bar to click onto the next page.  If you pull down a “title” box under your last paragraph/ photo of any page you can write the name of the next page.  You can highlight this and then “link” it on the menu bar that pops up at the top, you can choose from an external website or pages on your own website.   If you follow that, it allows you to go to the bottom of one page and click the link to the next page.  It makes reading through the PR much smoother.  See if you can do that and let me know if you need a hand…

Another point, your 3P analysis is great, if slightly different from what I originally shared.  Its totally fine, I would keep a self analysis in every PR for sure.  I would like everyone to include a 3P OUTCOME analysis.  The PR is about documenting the process, why are you doing what you are doing, how are you reaching certain decisions, how are you applying PC design?  The 3Ps OUTCOME is a little summary of the actual outcomes as opposed to the Process, which the PR is mainly about.  It’s a place to list all the skills, inner and outer, gained by doing this work, all aspects of it…  This will be useful later when reflecting on how the Diploma has been overall…

Benefits to Field (Project) 
This kind of retrofitting in the urban environment is obviously relevant and crucial to more and more people.  I think this is a fantastic and diverse project Matt, and will develop to be a great showcase of your diverse skill sets.  Excited to see the other elements of this PR…
